· On June 3rd, the first Harvest was taken to Lunch Break, a soup kitchen located in Red Bank.  To date there have been 4 harvests totaling 25.25 pounds of vegetables including lettuce, spinach, Swiss chard, green beans, zucchini, basil, dill, parsley & cilantro. 
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· The Monmouth Presbytery has awarded the PAR Garden Committee with a $600 grant from the Cents-Ability Program.  This money will be used to install gutters and rain barrels on the garden shed.

· The Monmouth Presbytery requested photos of our PAR Garden for their annual yearbook for 2010.  They also invited us to make a presentation regarding the PAR Garden concept at their June meeting with over 75 people in attendance representing several churches in the state.
